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Annual Memorial Service at the Old City Cemetery in 
Jacksonville, Florida

Rededication of the Confederate Memorial Monument in 
/ÃÁÌÁȭÓ 6ÅÔÅÒÁÎÓ 0ÁÒË 

 On April 16, 2011, the existing 23 foot tall Confederate Memorial Monument was rededicated at its new 

home in Ocalaôs Veterans Park.  It had previously been located in the County Courthouse sentry.  Along with the 

Marion County Historical Commission hosting this event, the other organizations that participated in this cere-

mony were the General Robert Bullock UDC Chapter # 2420, the Marion Dragoon UDC Chapter # 2311, the 

Marion Light Artillery SCV Camp # 1396, the Col. John Marshall Martin SCV Camp # 730, the Marion Dragoon 

MOS&B Chapter, & the Marion Hornett Children of the Confederacy Chapter. 

 This ceremony also commemorated the 150th Anniversary of the start of the War of Northern Aggression, 

which lasted from 1861-1865 in which more than 600,000 men gave their life for the cause.  Originally this monu-

ment was dedicated by the J. J. Dickison UDC Chapter in 1908.
